Creating the Website: The “To Do” List
Establish a website username and password for each student at the beginning of the year and send it to parents.  Ideally this information should be included in the initial Letter to Parents.  
To Begin:

1. Login and title the website.

2. Choose a design for the page.
3. Establish the pages for the website.  (Include a portfolio section and blog.)
4. Begin downloading images and text for each page.
5. Consider adding columns to pages that need it.

6. Link the images to other websites.

7. Add audio to the site.

8. Publish the site.  

Parental Involvement:  
1. Consider asking parents to blog on the completed work of their child.  You might have a separate blog page for students and parents, or have students write their blog and ask their parent to comment on the blog (each blog has a comment area included). 

2. Another suggestion is to upload digital pictures of student work and ask parents for feedback on this student work.  Consider keeping a grading rubric for self-assessment and parent assessment on the site.  
Miscellaneous:

In order to use a website throughout the course, consider having students create the initial website at the beginning of the course and then let them tweak it as the semester proceeds.  In English, for example, they could add a page for each novel they are doing in class.  In science class they could add a page for each lab.
