Carolina, Washington, South Carolina, Illinois and Florida. Fifteen states had at least a 20 percent increase in
the number of 2009 NBCTs over the number of teachers who achieved certification in 2008.

* Ina congressionally mandated report, the National Research Council (NRC) confirmed that National Board
Certified Teachers advance student achievement and learning, stay in the classroom longer, support new and
struggling teachers and assume other school leadership roles. The NRC acknowledged that students taught by
National Board Certified Teachers make higher gains on achievement tests than students taught by non-
board-certified teachers.
